Club Percussion Teaching Guide

Teaching and Management Tips to Maximize Children’s Experiences

Club Percussion is one exciting place!  To maximize children’s learning here and in activities that follow, the following guide is suggested. 

Teaching through inquiry:

BEFORE Children Explore Club Percussion:

· Have children gather in the center of the room without touching instruments yet.

· Ask similar questions to the ones listed. Wait a minimum of three seconds after the question is asked before continuing.

· What is sound?  What are some things that are able to make sounds? (Children’s answers will vary.)
 


Sound: Sound begins when objects vibrate in air or fluids, like water, or against solid objects like the Earth they create more vibrations. When humans or animals catch these vibrations or waves with their ears, their brains know them as sounds.

· Music and noise are different kinds of sounds. How do you think they are different? (Children’s answers will vary.)
Music:  pleasing, interesting sounds

Noise:  annoying, unpleasant sounds

· While you look at the instruments from where you are, decide what they have in common.                     (Percussion instruments are struck by hand or with an object.)

· How are these instruments different from other instruments? 

· How or when do people use music?

CHILDREN EXPLORE

BEFORE Children Leave Club Percussion:
· Have children put materials where they belong and gather again in the middle of the room.

· Have children respond to:

· Describe some of the instruments that you used and how you used them.

· How were sounds of the instruments different?

· Which instruments were your favorites? Why?

· Which instruments can you identify or name?

· What else did you use in the room? Describe what you did.

· Name one or two percussion instruments that you have with you always.  (hands clapping, ear drum)

Prepare Children for Transition

· Explain to the children where their next stop is and how they should travel to get there.  (walking, etc.) 

· Lead them rather than follow them to the next stop.
